GUIDELINES GOVERNING SCHOLARSHIP FUNDS

1. All graduating seniors are eligible to participate in the J. W. Arnold Scholarship Fund provided they are active members of the Andres Chapel United Methodist Church for at least one year PRIOR to graduation.

2. Recipients must remain members of Andrews Chapel United Methodist to

participate in the J. W. Arnold Scholarship Fund.

3. Beginning school year 95/96 (September 1995) All recipients must complete 

The Request For Scholarship/Continuing Scholarship Form, prior to checks being written.

4. Beginning School year (September 1995) full-time and part-time scholarship 


will be awarded on the student’s enrollment status.  Full-time students will receive the full allocation and part-time students will receive one-half of the allocation awarded to full-time students.

5. Students may remain participants for up to five years.  If a student is out for 

a semester such “down time” does not count toward the five years—only time attended will count.  It is the responsibility of the student, however, to keep the JWA-Board informed as to his/her status through the Request for 

Scholarship/continuing Scholarship Form.

6. It is the responsibility of the student to inform the JWA-Board of Directors of a change of institutions.  This change of institution notification should be made on the Request for Scholarship/Continuing Scholarship Form.

7.  All Checks are written to the student and the Institution.    NO

EXCEPTIONS!  If problems are incurred, please contact the chair of    the J.  
W. Arnold Scholarship Board for assistance.

8. Checks will be ready for pick-up as noted in the student’s award letter and in

accordance to the school’s organizational structure.  

9. All recipients will be encouraged to participate in the J. W. Arnold 

Scholarship functions.

10. All former recipients will be encouraged to contribute to the J. W. Arnold 

Scholarship fund.

11. The fund covers undergraduate programs only.

Guidelines Added March 2005- to be implemented September 2005

1. Applicants must get their application to the J. W. Arnold Board by the 

DEADLINE.  If the deadline is not met, the student misses that semester’s 

allotment.

2. All students applying to the J. W. Arnold Scholarship Fund must submit

a letter of participation from one of the following:

a. the chair of the program that they participated in

b. the pastor 

c. the youth coordinator 

            This letter should accompany their application.
